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ABILITIES: The Assistant Guide is regularly required to hike and stand for long periods of time,
work outdoors in all weather conditions, hike up to 15 miles across rough terrain with a 30 lb. pack
and occasionally lift up to 40 Ibs. Regular driving for up to 4 hours is common. Regular office and
computer work is required for up to 8 hours/day. The Assistant Guide must possess a valid driving
license and must pass a criminal background check.

WORKING HOURS: This is a part-time temporary seasonal position. Some days will be longer than
10 hours and overnight work will occasionally be required. The schedule will vary based on
program dates but the schedule will be announced at minimum of 2 weeks in advance.

LOCATION: This position will be based out of the Mount St. Helens National Volcanic Monument
Headquarters in Amboy, WA. Government housing may be available for approximately $5.75/day in
Amboy, WA or at the Pine Creek Information Station. Regular travel around the Monument will be
required; fleet vehicles may occasionally be available; use of personal vehicle with mileage
reimbursement may be required.
